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Introduction

During Hokudai-sai, Tents that wish to use vehicles on the Campus are permitted to do so only within the
designated vehicle entry, exit, and driving time periods. In order to use a vehicle, it is required to submit a prior
application for the vehicle to be used. Please note that regular car passes or entry for ¥500 will not be accepted.
Tents that complete the application within the designated deadline will be provided at GA#7 (held on June 1st),
with a Car Pass based on the details of their application. The use of vehicles that have not been applied for may
compromise the safety and fairness of Hokudai-sai. If any violation is confirmed, it may result in penalties such
as a temporary suspension of business, so please make sure to submit within the designated period.
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This pass can only be used at the designated times.

Vehicle Entry/ Driving Hours

The vehicle entry and driving time periods during Hokudai-sai are as follows.

Day3 6/7 (Sun) 7:00 - 9:00 (last entry: 8:45), 17:00 - 19:00 (last entry : 18:45)

Vehicle entry into or driving within the Campus outside the above time periods is prohibited.

The required fields are as follows.
*Date: Please select your preferred date and time from the designated vehicle entry and driving time
periods.
*Destination: Please select the destination.
+Vehicle Type: Please select the vehicle type.
*Parking: Please indicate whether the vehicle will be parked during Hokudai-sai.
Planned Parking Location: If parking, please fill the planned parking location.
*Driver’'s Name: Enter the name of the person who will drive the vehicle on campus.
*Vehicle Number: Please enter the vehicle number of the vehicle to be used.
*Remarks: Please provide any special circumstances, if applicable.
XIf there is any vehicle-related information that is unknown at the time of application, please indicate it as
“TBD.”

Important Notes

e Vehicle use is not permitted on the Campus on Hokudai-sai Day 0. Please be aware of this in advance.

e To prevent traffic congestion on campus, please limit vehicle use to the minimum necessary.

e Vehicles not applied for through the Car Pass Order Form are prohibited from entering and operating on
the Campus during Hokudai-sai. Violations may result in a temporary suspension of your Food Booth.

e Only two vehicles per Tent are allowed to enter the Campus at the same time (Up to 12 vehicles can be
applied for in total: 2 vehicles x 6 time slots). Vehicles may enter and exit the Campus multiple times
within the permitted time slots.

e No additions or changes will be accepted after the application deadline. In such cases, please park your
vehicle at a nearby coin-operated parking lot or transport items without using a vehicle, on foot or by

using a cart.
e Please use the Main Gate (North 9) for entry and the North 13 Gate for exit. Gates not specified may not
be used.
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e If parking is required during Hokudai-sai, you may use IFF Dedicated Parking located on the west side
of Science Building No. 5.

e As parking space is limited, please move your vehicle promptly after unloading your items.

e There are no available parking areas on the Campus other than the designated parking area.
Unauthorized parking is strictly prohibited.
